Serious Injury  

(collision with solid object or 

spectator) 

 

- Inadequate instruction/ supervision 

 

- Poor/uncontrolled driving 

- Intentionally operating outside safety rules 

 

- Poorly fitted helmet 

- Not wearing/poor fitted seat belt 

 

- Mechanical failure 

- Inadequate barrier  

 

- Obstacles on track 

- Instructors are suitably trained 

 

- Clear instructions are given and listen to  

- Drivers must pass brief test before first turn 

- Those who break the rules will be removed 

 

- Instruction is given and checks are made on helmet 

and seat belt fitting 

 

- Regular inspections occur
