Emergency Plan 

Burns  

- Inadequate instruction 

 

- Falling on/in fire 

- Overcrowding around fire 

- Unstable seating around fire  

 

- Failure to follow instruction re: procedures 

and boundaries 

- Instructors are suitably qualified giving instructions 

 

- Do not overcrowd fires  

- Everyone must be wearing covered shoes 

- 1:12 Supervisor: Student ratio.   

 

- Have seating a safe distance from fire

Other/ Minor Injury 

- Group leader to 

administer first aid 

Loss of Process 

- Not briefed well enough on how to light a fire 

 

- Too many people around a fire 

 

- Not enough Damper 

- Not enough wood or matches 

- Clear instructions about the activity and fire lighting 

 

- Design activity so appropriate number of students 

are cooking  

 

- Warn kitchen prior so they can prepare damper  

- Have sufficient wood for students to spread out 

amongst fire pits

Food poisoning 

- Meat not pre-cooked 

 

- Poor personal hygiene  

- All meat and food to be precooked for safety  

- All food to be prepared by catering staff 

TSCC Before 

Out of control fire 

- Using fires during fire bans 

- Excessive fuels (wood, paper) used on fires 

- Always use fire pits 

- Only use enough wood to cook over 

- Extinguish fires before leaving
