How could we prevent it from going wrong?
‘The mitigation’
Instructors are suitably qualified

Clear instructions are given
Listen attentively and follow instructions

Position targets so no one will walk behind them
Everyone must be standing or seated behind
shooters

Treat gun as loaded at all times

Guns to be checked after being put away

No one is to go past the shooter until all slug guns
are fired & opened

Point the slug guns towards clear targets at all times
Facilitator to stand between and behind the shooter

Cock gun holding the end of the barrel and butt of
the gun

Put away at the end of the day
Correct maintenance after use, oiling rifle properly
(preventing rust on barrel & other mechanisms)

Clearly brief about which direction the slugs go in
Only ever fire the gun with a slug in the barrel
Do not remove the gun from the range

Move to an indoor Activity during “bad weather”

Ensure the group has adequate clothing
