- Poor supervision

- Unconfident swimmers shouldn’t enter the water 

without a buoyancy aid

- Slipping off the bank or bridge 

- Pre-check river for hazards and correct depth 

 

- Exit river ASAP, no swimming below slide  

 

- Land bottom first- feet and head up 

 

- Listen attentively and follow instructions  

 

- Clients to use caution when observing from the bank, 

waiting to get into the stream or crossing the bridge.
